Womenõs Bible Study

Learn to surrender to God's will and rest your hope in Him alone. When 
we look around at today's world, hope usually isn't the first word that 
comes to mind. In many ways we live in an unstable world where mar-
riages fail, bank accounts run low, friendships end, and the everyday 

demands of a fast-paced life get us down. In the Book of Jeremiah, we find God calling out to 
His people with a message of hope - a message that intentional living is possible even in an 
unstable world. But how do we do this? Where do we start? 
 

Jeremiah offers women hope for living in an uncertain world by learning to navigate the chal-
lenges and circumstances of their lives. This six-week study examines God's words of instruction 
to His wayward people through the prophet Jeremiah, and provides women six guidelines for 
intentional living to overcome fear, worry, and doubt as they surrender their wills to God's and 
put their hope in Him alone. Combining rich study of the Book of Jeremiah with practical life 
application that resonates with the realities and experiences of today's women, this study in-
spires all women to dare to hope, remembering that God is rich in mercy and love and has good 

plans for us.

On April 27th  seven members of our 

church went to Butler to Love Packages 

and to Chatham to Midwest Distribution. 

Mary Frerker, Sherry White, Sharon 

King, Ralph Geest and Edie and David 

Huene all spent the day delivering and 

learning about the operations of each. 

On the way to Chatham we dropped off 

loads of boxes of Bibles and Christian 

literature to Love Packages. This opera-

tion has grown much larger since mem-

bers of our church went there to help 

work when Pastor Al and Linda 

Simonson took a group up there. They 

have added on to the old building and 

volunteers have also increased. 

 We then traveled on to Chatham to 

the Midwest Distribution. We had 26 

bicycles and 300 some pounds of flood 

bucket supplies to deliver there. After 

a great lunch we had a tour of the 

facilities there. We learned of all the 

kits they make and send across the US 

as well as other countries. They also 

have areas where they repair sewing 

machines and bicycles in any condition 

to be used by others. The sewing ma-

chines give lots of people overseas the 

opportunity to make a living for their 

families. The bicycles give them the 

way to school and back. A lot of bicy-

cles also stay in the US and go to 

homeless and the less fortunate. They 

make school desks out of old school 

bleachers, assemble the desks, then 

take them back apart labeling each 

piece so they can be easily put back 

together by anyone even if they can-

not read. They have smaller and larger 

size ones to fit different ages and each 

seats 3 students. These do go overseas 

to poorer countries. 

 They have just built on with a huge 

building which is still being finished on 

the inside. They do not build anything 

unless they have the money in hand. So 

they are needing funds to finish this. 

They also have a gift shop which fea-

tures handmade articles of all kinds 

from all countries. There is a large 

building where groups can come and 

stay for a night or a week with bunk 

beds and cooking facilities and also 

camping areas. There are people and 

groups that travel from many other 

states to stay and volunteer their time 

helping. We are planning on taking 

groups to each of these 2 places in the 

very near future and would very much 

like to have people participate and 

help, learn and just enjoy spending time 

together. Please let Mary, Sherri, or 

Edie know if you would be interested 

in going. This is definitely a great way 

to give our time to missions and a 

great way to become closer as a con-

gregation.
